Anne Williams

· Reported that the school had College Day this week. A poster was created with teachers, staff, and school board members and where they went to college.

· Introduced Emily Darlington, new support staff for Catalyst Coalition and Grants.
· Reported that NCOE will be applying for the School/Community Violence Prevention grant in American Canyon and will be getting support from Anne Williams who already coordinates this same program in Calistoga.

· Writing a Gang Coordination Grant for county-wide services and support.

· Vintage High School will be participating in the Every 15 Minutes campaign this year. Napa High School is deciding if they would like to participate in the next few years. 

· Reported that Anne Williams will be sitting on the Napa County Safe Schools Advisory Committee. This committee will be working to raise money for school prevention services and programs.

· Reported that the Catalyst Coalition is busy working with Law Enforcement and the District Attorney’s office on the Social Host Ordinances. 
· The Coalition is getting help and guidance from a Consultant from Marin on how to effectively coordinate the changes that need to be made. The process will probably slow down and will probably be including more people. It will most likely not be resolved as quickly as was previously reported.

· Reported that he is working to build the American Canyon team.

· The Napa City Team has met and they have adopted a team structure that might be useful for other teams as well.

Edie Engelhard 
· Reported that the drama department is putting on the play “Bang, Bang You’re Dead,” a play about the impact of school violence.
· April 1st is opening night.

· Edie wanted some suggestions and feedback on how to get support from the community and how to best serve the needs and emotions of those involved due to the sensitive subject. 

· Some suggestions included having a mini discussion or town hall meeting before or after the play, get articles published in the newspaper, having a violence prevention week, getting support from the School Board, as well as having resources available and people for the students to talk to about issues that might come up.

· It was also suggested that it might be valuable to research how other communities responded to this play in the past.

· Using an adapted version of Class Action (curriculum that is used in the Life Skills class) was also mentioned. 

· Jennifer Stewart mentioned that the Healthy Kids survey results would be out in March and would provide some useful information about students’ safety and wellness. Also, Vicka Llamas and Oscar Vega with the NCOE would be great resources on these issues as well.

· Reported that she was a speaker at College Day this week.

· She is starting a Stress Management group on campus and is also putting together a quarterly newsletter with prevention themes and career information for students, staff, teachers, and parents. It was suggested that this newsletter would be a great way to get information about the play out to the school community.
