Program Updates
Drama Department
· Tyrone reported that the preparations for the play “Bang Bang, You’re Dead” are going well. The play will open on April 1, 2009.
· The play deals with bullying, harassment, the impact of school violence, and the consequences of actions.

· The next step is to get the production of the play approved by the School Board. It was suggested that it be stressed to the Board that there is NO violence in the play. The main purpose of the play is to increase awareness, not promote violence.

· A question was posed about the emotional impact the play might have on younger children. It was mentioned that children in kindergarten through 4th grade probably won’t get anything out of it.

· The group agreed that there should be something before and/or after the play such as a Cast Question and Answer Session, a Community Forum, and that there should be resources made available for students and families after the play as well. Advertisements will be important also; flyers will be going out and it was suggested that the newspaper do an interview with Tyrone and some of the cast in order to help get the word out about the play.
· It was requested that the group extend this information to people they know that might be interested in providing some kind of support for the play.

· Anne will begin to develop a resource list that can be handed out after the play and will send it around for people to add to.
