New York Panel Proposes 

Social-Host Law
New York's Advisory Council on Underage Alcohol Consumption wants to set first-offense fines at $250 for adults hosting an underage drinking party, according to Newsday, 9/19/09.  In addition, the council proposes to amend the current penal law to prohibit anyone 18 years or older from allowing underaged people to consume alcohol in their residence.
