Brief Program Updates
Madelyn: Teaching the All Stars curriculum in the junior high life skills class. It’s a 14-week curriculum focusing on resiliency skills for youth. For more information visit: http://www.allstarsprevention.com/. Also, Madelyn’s the advisor for the Calistoga High School Friday Night Live club, which focuses on preventing underage drinking and promoting healthy lifestyles.

Chief Mills: Will be holding a community meeting on September 21st at 6 pm at the Calistoga Community Center. This month’s topic is gangs. He will be hosting regular monthly meetings on different subjects of interest to community members and law enforcement.

Jennifer: Pleased to announce that the Catalyst Coalition received a four-year grant for $50,000. It supports the social host ordinance and prevention of underage drinking. It includes a ½ time position for a political campaign person. If you know of any candidates for the position, please let Jennifer know. Napa County scored the highest in the Nation on its efforts to reduce underage drinking.

Anne: The turn-out for Back to School Night at the junior high and high school was lower than usual.  Anne hosted a table with information and resources on alcohol, drug and violence prevention; Catalyst Coalition surveys and information; information about student clubs.  This year the Safe Schools program is providing prevention curriculum in all Jr. High PE classes and Life Skills class as well as activities for the entire school.  Planning is in progress for Red Ribbon Week.

Jackie: The elementary school had their Back to School night the week before CJSHS. They also had a low turn-out. Thursday (9-17) Kaiser Permanente will do a presentation at the elementary school on good health / nutrition choices. The school is planning a lock-down drill for a mock school shooting in addition to the earthquake safety drill.

Edie: The Haunted House will be on October 23rd and 24th. Olivia is coordinating everything this year. Art / Drama students are actively involved as is the Teen Center. This year’s theme is zombies (if you want to know anything about zombies, ask Edie!).  The elementary school students will participate in the annual art contest. Edie and Olivia are looking for adult volunteers for supervision. Any time commitment from 30 minutes to several hours would be appreciated. There will be a dress rehearsal on Thursday, October 22nd. Adult volunteers are needed for that night too, particularly for the “green room” at Palisades. At the event, Los Amigos club will be doing temporary tattoos, and there will be a palm reader. There won’t be a ghost tour this year. The event will not be held at the fairgrounds. That was cost prohibitive. Instead, the event will have a carnival atmosphere and will take place at the Monhoff Center.

Frank: Big thanks to Jonathon and the police department for refurbishing and painting the Teen Center and Monhoff Center. The Teen Center was open during the summer. There was greater attendance at the beginning of this school than there was at the beginning of the school year last year. About 30 kids per day are participating. Frank attributed this to the Teen Center’s director, Clint, and the fact that the youth know him. The Boys and Girls Club were at the elementary Back to School Night. The after school program there is serving approximately 70 students per day.

Bev: The football team is on campus from 6 am to 7 pm. The Alumni and Rotary Club are feeding the football team on Mondays and Wednesdays.

Anne: Introduced the “Calistoga Project Status Chart September, 2009” which includes 2009/10 Objective, Measure, Findings, Actual Percent Change, Goal, and Objective Met? The group discussed the results that showed the 9th grade class having an increased use of alcohol. Is it a 9th grade trend or specific to this particular class? The Healthy Kids Survey is administered every year to the “odd” grades -  7th, 9th, and 11th. It is given to 5th graders every other year.

Calistoga Catalyst Coalition Project Status Report

As a group, we discussed our Action Plan for 2009 / 10 in regard to the Community Profile of Underage Drinking Survey (CPUDS) and our 2009 / 10 objectives in various areas. Specifically, what are our current efforts; what hasn’t been implemented as planned; ideas for next year; and is objective still relevant:

Purpose 

The Catalyst Coalition is a broad collaborative composed of community members designed to address problems relating to alcohol, tobacco, and other drug use in Napa County.  The primary objectives are to: (1) reduce the age of onset of any drug use; (2) decrease the frequency of use in the past 30 days; (3) increase perception of risk or harm; and (4) increase perception of parental disapproval.  As part of the Catalyst Coalition, the role of the Calistoga City Team is to address the identified needs of Calistoga residents using a variety of primary prevention strategies. 

The purpose of this report is to present all evaluation data available to date, both outcome and process data, and assess progress towards meeting the objectives outlined in the logic model. Findings contained in this report may be used to make informed conclusions about the success of project activities, address barriers hindering progress towards meeting the project objectives, and guide Strategic Prevention Framework planning efforts for Year 5 of the project.

Data Collection Information

Two primary data sources were used to assist with outcome evaluation efforts: (1) the California Healthy Kids Survey and (2) The Community Profile on Underage Drinking Survey.  Qualitative data gathered from discussions with city team members provides process evaluation data and lends valuable insight about fidelity of activity implementation, perceived success of the project, and changes in collaborative capacity.
California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS): The CHKS is a student self-report survey used throughout California in grades 5, 7, 9, and 11 to assess: use of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs (secondary students) in addition to other areas (e.g., school safety, risk and protective factors). Napa County secondary schools administer the CHKS annually in the fall. 

Community Profile on Underage Drinking Survey (CPUDS): This survey is designed to assess community perceptions of underage drinking in Napa County.  Questions inquire about factors contributing to underage drinking, the availability of alcohol to youth, adults hosting parties with alcohol, consequences of underage drinking, and actions that could reduce underage drinking. The survey was administered in 2006 through community outreach by Coalition members and will be re-administered in 2009/10.
