	9th/10th grade LAYLA report

	Andrea presented results from 2 questions asked at LAYLA class: 1)How do underage youth get alcohol? And 2) Which places is it easy to get alcohol.  Answers: kids get alcohol from family members, strangers at stores, or steal it.  Easy to steal from Nob Hill, Lucky, Lawlers, liquor cabinets and parents’ fridge/kitchen.  Terry asked group if all this prevention effort is worth it?  What works and doesn’t work?  Kids feel most messages don’t get through because kids want to experiment.  They suggested that parents need more involvement; most parents think their child is innocent and an “angel.”   Jen asked group if they had ever had a conversation with family members about alcohol use, and 4 kids said yes.  They were told by parents to not take it, if offered, to resist peer pressure, to wait until they’re older because their bodies aren’t ready for it.  Barriers: if parent drinks a lot, likely not to discuss alcohol use with children.
	Do an extended survey of more kids at Napa High, including other LAYLA youth, and also ask permission of health class teachers to present survey (answers are anonymous), and possibly get class credit.  Terry suggested the idea of using cell phones and texting to gather data.  Or Survey Monkey.  Be sure to say that it is sponsored by Catalyst, and not the school.
	Report on status at next meeting

	12th grade LAYLA report

	Jessenia and Lupe attended a training on off-sale assessment, along with other 11th and 12th graders. They will be assessing 17 stores in this area by 2/14.  Along with FNL kids, a total of 50 Napa stores will be assessed.  9th and 10th graders will likely help too, along with their 4th/5th grade mentorees. The results of the assessment will likely be available by mid-February, possible in time for our next meeting.
	.Adult volunteers needed.  Lupe to help coordinate.
	LAYLA will report at next meeting on how the off-sale assessments went – what was it like?  If results are available, we can discuss them.

	Brainstorm uses of off-sale assessment data – what specific environmental prevention project/s could our group pursue?

	Possible ideas include: having a meeting with stores, giving them data and next steps to improve the safety of their alcohol in stock.  Terry suggested combining the results from the 9th/10th grade survey, which also provides convincing data.  At some point, it might be effective to invite some store owners to join our Catalyst group.
	Etsuko mentioned that any intervention will be a coordinated effort with Shirin and FNL, so as not to inundate stores after all the data is in.  Wait and see.
