· The teens spoke about the parties in American canyon and how they tend to go to parties in Napa at random homes 
· Word of mouth is effective tool for teens, an assembly with the whole student body. But then there are some students that are in denial. 
· Where do the parties exist? Vallejo, Napa (but could change in the future with the ACHS)
· Target the NVC students 
· Draft Ordinance meeting
· Any opposition? 
· Advantage – tony, it gives the law enforcement an extra tool to enforce, a lot more discretion to make it civil and not criminal depending on the kids. 
George – awareness part: kids knowing about what will happen to their parents, parents knowing what could happen to them. 
Tony – talked about the training they went through about containment and finding out about who the host is.  You do find out who’s responsible for the party. The goal is the safety of the kids at the party.

Social host – there’s sexual assault, sexually transmitted diseases, so many things that are associated with teen drinking.
