I. Updates

b. Campaign Marketing Materials
i. Bus Ads – Aileen showed the group the latest design for the bus ad campaign that a student from Valley Oak designed. Everyone agreed on certain changes to be made to it, but otherwise agreed on it looking good and moving forward with it.
ii. Door Hangers – another idea of Catalyst’s to help spread the word about Social Host and focusing on certain neighborhoods (omitting senior neighborhoods for example).
