Prevention agency receives grant
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The Napa County Office of Education’s Catalyst Coaliton program — which aims to prevent underage drinking in Napa County — recently won a $625,000 grant to be awarded over five years. Local match grants will supplement the award. The Coalition began its mission to reduce children’s access to alcohol and influence local policies to curb teen drinking in 2006, and the most recent grant marks the second similar award since the agency’s inception. 
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
