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Self-Scanner

Tell Governor Schwarzenegger to sign Assembly Bill 1060

 

Did you know that self-service check-out stands at the local grocery stores are an easy target for teens stealing alcohol?  They scan a six pack of soda and bag the booze instead, without any supervision or identification check (age verification is required by law when an alcoholic beverage is scanned).  However, due to equipment malfunctions, inadequate staffing, and inconsistent monitoring, sometimes even adults aren't required to show i.d., according to a recent study at UCLA of 34 grocery stores over 3 counties.  Assembly Bill 1060 requires a face-to-face transaction from beginning to end (similar to tobacco) to ensure that the necessary age verification steps are being taken to keep alcohol out of the hands of minors.  This bill is currently sitting on the Governor's desk, waiting to be signed.
