Red Ribbon Week starts Oct. 23

Local activists are targeting underage alcohol and drug abuse with the first countywide Red Ribbon Week campaign during the week of Oct. 23.

The St. Helena Catalyst Coalition will decorate the downtown area with red banners, and red ribbons will be passed out to citizens and visitors willing to make a visible stand against substance abuse.

The highlight of the week will be a visit from members of the National Guard’s Counterdrug Unit, who will land a helicopter at RLS Middle School and Calistoga Junior/Senior High School on Oct. 25.

Other activities will include students wearing and distributing red wristbands and planting red tulips.

Last week the St. Helena City Council approved a proclamation for Red Ribbon Week, urging citizens to “participate in drug prevention activities making a visible statement that we are strongly committed to a drug-free community.”
